Leadership { a necessity, not a vice

There are times in all our lives when we are called
upon to take the extra step and stretch beyond our
comfort zone. Often these times involve an unfore-
seen family crisis, but most of us see it in the work-
place. We may be suddenly called upon to take on
extra responsibility or work with people and situa-
tions that may not be familiar. Problems must be
solved and we must work with others to achieve im-
portant goals. We may not have the time for train-
ing other than \on{the{job" experience. Such times
call for us to develop leadership skills.

Because of cutbacks in government and private
sectors, community volunteers are being asked to
take on responsibilities that were previously per-
formed by trained professionals. We tend not to
think that our community involvement requires a
brand of leadership just as important as that which
must be used in the workplace. What skills are most
needed to give the best results?

Teresa Morrow, who is Communications Director
for the Minnesota Department of Trade and Eco-
nomic Development, has had to learn on{the{job
how to be an e�ective leader. She o�ers these tips
on leadership. (I have inserted the word \volunteer"
for \employee" and \leader" for \supervisor" to give
you some food for thought regarding your own ex-
periences { Rebecca Mulvaney, editor).

� Model yourself after leaders that you have ad-
mired

� Find a mentor. Solicit advice from colleagues
whose departments or programs appear to run
smoothly

� Give your volunteers the respect and freedom
they need to do the best job possible

� Spend time with each volunteer individually.
Get to know your volunteers as people, too.

� When you're angry, take a minute to collect
your thoughts. Don't yell. People tune you
out.

� Share the leadership role with others. By ask-
ing di�erent people to take charge, you invest
them in the work.

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Update on 1997 Granary Fine Arts Programs

All Dakota High School Fine Arts

Exhibition

May 2{4, 1997

Our 1997 season will start o� with a celebra-
tion of the achievement of our young Dakota artists,
as students from North and South Dakota gather
at the Granary to exhibit, participate in work-
shops and have fun together. So far, we have re-
ceived preliminary registration from Bismarck, Lis-
bon, Oakes, Dickenson, and Valley City, North
Dakota; and Aberdeen, Crow Creek, Conde, Clark,
Groton, Hecla{Houghton, Pierre, Mobridge, Red-
�eld, Langford, Warner, Mellette, Sisseton, and the
South Dakota School for the Visually Handicapped
in South Dakota.

The All Dakota High School Fine Arts Exhibi-
tion will start on Firday, May 2nd with a day of
intensive activities for the participating artists and
their teachers. After orientation, Professor Mark
McGinnis of Northern State University will present
a program on Opportunities in Higher Education.
The students will be divided into small groups for
judging workshops and selection of prize winners.
Our judges this year are Orland Rourke from Fargo,
ND, and Jan Rettig from Aberdeen, SD. Workshops
and demonstrations will be held throughout the af-
ternoon, including: Portrait Drawing led by Tammy
Isfeld, \Beyond Boundaries", painting, led by Jen-
nifer Jakober, Cartooning with Paul Thompson and
Northwestern and Warner students, Paper Molding
with Simle Middle Schools (Bismarck) students, and
a framing demonstration. Entertainment will be
provided by Groton High School students.

The exhibition and workshop activities will be
open to the public on Saturday and Sunday. Sched-
uled for Saturday are a paper decorating workshop
led by Kelly Face, entertainment by Aberdeen Cen-
tral High School students, an awards ceremony at
1:00 PM, a forum on \How to Build and Maintain a
Constituency for the Fine Arts in Your Local School
System", and other activities. Awards will be given
for both \Student Choice" and \Judges' Choice" in
four media categories and the \Best of Show" schol-
arship { a $500 bond will be announced. Also, the
best school exhibits of North and South Dakota will
be presented with the Granary Traveling Trophies.

The Fine Arts Exhibition will continue on Sun-
day with an open house and musical entertainment.
Festival hours are 11 AM to 5 PM each day. Ad-
mission is $3.00 for adults and $2.00 for children. A
luncheon will be available for $4.00 per person.

All Dakota Fine Arts Festival

June 13{15, 1997

Plans are under way for the All Dakota Fine Arts
Festival. In January, over 1,200 application forms
were sent to artists and arts organizations in North
and South Dakota. Artists, amateur or professional,
may submit up to three original works in their choice
of nine media categories:

1. Oil/acrylic

2. Watercolor

3. Pastel

4. Graphic arts/drawing

5. Photography

6. Mixed{media/collage

7. 3{D; pottery/glass

8. 3{D; sculpture

9. Basketry/�ber

Fees are $10.00 for one, $15.00 for two and $20.00
for three entries. Over $1,100.00 in prizes will be
awarded, including $250.00 for \Best of Show" and
First and Second Place in each �ne arts category.
We also will be encouraging purchases of �ne origi-
nal art at this exhibit.

Our judge for this ear is Peter Kilian, Assistant
Professor of Art at Northern State University, Ab-
erdeen. Mr. Kilian is a graduate of Augustana Col-
lege in Sioux Falls and the University of California at
Santa Barbara. He is an accomplished painter and
designer. The awards ceremony will take place at
1:00 PM on Saturday, June 14; followed by forums
on arts issues.

Artists are invited to demonstrate their \works{
in{progress" during the three day event. Stan Wahl,
Pierre, SD will demonstrate hand building and �r-
ing Arikara style potter. Lora Schaunaman, West-
port, SD, will be doing pen{and{ink and colored
pencil drawing. Contact Rebecca Mulvaney, Pro-
gram Director at 605{225-1344, if you are interested
in demonstrating your skills.

Entry deadline is Friday, May 23, with work
due at The Granary by Tuesday, June 10. The All
Dakota Fine Arts Festival will be open to the public
from 11 AM to 5 PM each day. A bu�et luncheon
will be available for $4.00 per person. On Sunday,
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we will feature entertainment in the newly refur-
bished Putney Hall.

Rebecca Mulvaney presented an update on the
status of the �ne arts programs for 1997. The com-
mittee organized action committees, set up assign-
ments for contacting schools, and began the time{
line process for the High School Exhibition. Dennis
Hagny announced a $500 grant was received from
East River Electric. Tom Morrow announced the
$250 grant from the New York Life Foundation.
John Sieh listed outstanding grant requests, includ-
ing a $5,000 request to US West and other requests
to Norwest Banks and the Sheldon Reese Founda-
tion. Mr. Sieh also discussed the condition of Put-
ney Hall after the severe winter. Some areas will
have to be repainted. Also, restrooms will have to
be installed by May 1. A meeting was set for mid{
March at The Granary to plan restroom facilities.

John Sieh reported on the number of entrants for
the All Dakota High School Fine Arts Exhibition.
Twenty schools had signed up so far. New for this
year are Oakes and Dickenson in North Dakota; and
Conde, Aberdeen Central, Red�eld, and the South
Dakota School for the Visually Handicapped. The
deadline was extended to April 7th for �nal regis-
trations.

Larry Ottenbacher, District Manager for Mod-
ern Woodmen Insurance Company, presented a pro-
posal to assist The Granary in a fund raising event.
His group would assist in the planning and public-

ity and would match an amount raised by the event.
Possible dates were discussed, with mid{July a pos-
sibility. The event will be discussed at a later date.

John Sieh reported that Granary o�cials have
been meeting with Northern Electric to review elec-
trical needs at Putney Hall.
